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Hi parents and students,

I am so excited to announce the launch of Abide, a
new 4-week youth night pilot program starting on May

3.

We know that between school, sports, and life,
schedules are incredibly busy and students are often
running on empty. Abide is designed to be a
completely different kind of youth group experience.
Instead of a traditional classroom setting, we are
meeting at the Espejo House across the street for a relaxed, living-room-style
night focused on authentic connection, rest, and community, centered around the
message of the Vine and the Branches from John 15.

Here are the details for the 4-week pilot:

Dates: May 3, May 17, May 24, and May 31

Time: 6:00 PM to 7:30 PM

Location: The Espejo House (120 Espejo St, Mobile, AL 36604, across the

street from the church)

Ages: 14-18
What to expect: Every night will kick off at 6:00 PM with free dinner (including
Foosackley's, Little Caesars pizza, Jimmy John's, and Chipotle taco bar on our
final night!), followed by some fun group games like Catch Phrase to break the
ice. We will then transition into a short, 15-minute conversational teaching and
break out into relaxed living-room discussions.

The goal of this pilot is to create a safe space where students can just breathe,
hang out, and grow together without any pressure.

FINDING GRACE LUTHERAN CHURCH’S WORSHIP SERVICES ONLINE

Beginning in April of this year, we began live streaming our church services on our Facebook and
YouTube pages. We also have discontinued our service with PodPoint for hosting audio podcasts of our
services.

Here is a quick guide on where you can find all our videos and podcasts.

LIVE STREAMS

We stream simultaneously on Facebook and YouTube at present. The livestream generally begins 5
minutes prior to the 10:30 AM service. Please note that technology can have a mind of its own
sometimes, and occasionally one of the platforms’ streaming services may be down when we try to go
live. If you don’t see the livestream on one of these platforms, please check the other one.

If you use the Facebook or YouTube phone apps, just search for “grace lutheran church mobile
alabama.” If you use an internet browser, here are the direct URL links.

Whatever method you use, here are the pages you want to wind up on:
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VIDEO ARCHIVES

After the livestream ends, both Facebook and YouTube archive the video so you can view it later, should
you miss the actual livestream. On Facebook, the video will be on the main Posts page. Please note that
Facebook automatically deletes archives of live videos 30 days after they are posted.

On YouTube, the video archive is currently maintained indefinitely, so all videos are kept until the
channel owner manually deletes them (which we do not do). To find the archived video, just click on the
Live tab on our YouTube channel page.

PODCASTS

The archived video from YouTube is downloaded, and through a free service available through Spotify, a
podcast version of the service is created which is automatically pushed out to all the major podcast
platforms (Spotify, Apple Podcasts, Amazon Music, and YouTube Music). The podcast on Spotify is a
video podcast; all the other platforms are audio only.

The name of the podcast on all platforms is Herald of Grace. If you use a phone app for any of the
platforms, just search for Herald of Grace. The page logo on all the platforms is a picture of the front of
the church.
